Introduction – Welcome to San Jose State University and the Dr. Martin Luther King, Jr. Library! This unique Library is an innovative collaboration that combines the resources of San Jose State University and the San Jose Public Library System to create an invaluable community resource that is open and free to all. A feast for the mind, as well as the eyes, the King Library boasts a collection of roughly 1.5 million items as well as delightful public art installations awaiting your discovery on every floor. Hours - Library hours are posted near the entrance of the King Library and are also available via phone at: (408) 808-2000 and online at: Library Hours. Not all departments within the library are open the whole time the Library is open; please check specific hours of particular departments or services in which you are interested.

Drop-In Library Tours - One-hour guided tours of the building are available. Meet by the information desk in the lobby at 11:30 each Thursday morning, except holidays. For information call (408) 808-2181 or email volunteer.sjpl@sjlibrary.org . Unless requested by the patrons, this tour will primarily focus on the art collections throughout the library. These 33 pieces of unique art works are exclusively created by internationally recognized artist Mel Chin.
Help on Research Project or Paper - If you need in-depth one-on-one help finding library resources for a paper or other research project, you may arrange an appointment with a librarian specializing in your subject area to help you find material on your topic. Live Online Chat Reference – This online service is designed to help you answer short, fact-based questions. Connect at Ask a Librarian, go to the upper left corner to start chatting. From that same page, you can also find quick answers from LibAnswer database.
Unified Service Desk (Getting Help in the Library) - The Desk is located on the 1st floor of the King Library. Library staff are available to help you with your research and other library services. Go to this Desk with questions on using the library and for assistance with locating journal and magazine articles in print and online. We welcome your questions so please ask for help when you need it. Call us at 408-808-2300.

You can also check materials from both SJSU and SJPL library collections. Materials may also be checked out using the self-service check out machines located on the 1st floor.

Other functions may be done at the Unified Services Desk, such as renewing books, placing holds or searches, and paying fines.

Course Reserve - 

SJSU course reserves are located at the Unified Services Desk. Most books and other materials placed on reserve for classes by the faculty are kept here. Some readings are available online at: http://library.sjsu.edu/course-reserves/course-reserves. Circulation periods for reserve materials are shorter than normal – two hours, overnight, or three days.

Library OneSearch Catalog - You may search by title, author, subject, word (keyword), call number or other standard numbers. Sophisticated combinations of terms and limitations by such factors as language, publication date, etc. are also possible. Search the Catalog for DVDs, CDs, books and periodicals (both print and electronic formats). All print periodicals (magazines, newspapers, journals) are located on the Lower Level. Non-English materials are on the Third Floor. Print books not available at SJSU can be requested from other CSU libraries via CSU+.
Electronic Collections - There are more than 124,000 e-journals, 200,000 ebooks, and 440 databases covering all academic disciplines offered at SJSU. They are available 24/7 around the clock and most of them can be accessed around the world with the SJSU Tower Card ID and a PIN, this is the same account as MySJSU.

Computers in the Library - The King Library have over 200 desktop computer stations available for public and student use. These computers have access to the Internet and Microsoft Office software. SJSU students can also check out laptops and tablets from Student Computing/Technology Services on the Fourth Floor for up to a week at a time. The laptops offer Microsoft Office software and SPSS. Computer services and support are also available from SCS on the Fourth Floor, or you can call (408) 808-2470, or email LibrarySCS@sjsu.edu for assistance. A Student Technology Specialist is available to help you use various application and apps. Drop-in workshops are available through-out the school year in Fall and Spring. Wireless Internet access and wireless printing are available at the King Library. To use it, you will first need to activate your SJSUOne account at http://www.sjsu.edu/sjsuone/ and download an app for wireless printing at http://library.sjsu.edu/print-copy-scan/print-copy-scan. Ask at the Unified Service Desk located on the First Floor for instructions or assistance. 
Study Areas - Certain floors in the King library have been designated as Quiet Study or Silent Study. Please show consideration for others by not creating unnecessary noise, even if you are studying in a group. Group study and project rooms are located throughout the building on LL, 2nd, 3rd, 6th, 7th, and 8th floors. Rooms can be booked 4 days in advance with a valid SJSU ID or Library card and a library PIN code at Reserve a Study or Meeting Room. SJSU students can use cards, each for one hour.
Government Publications - SJSU has been a partial United States Government Publications depository since 1964. We receive publications of government agencies including those of the United Nations, United States, the State of California, County of Santa Clara, and City of San Jose. U.S. Government Publications are located on the Lower Level. Some California and local documents are also on the Lower Level. These collections are being integrated into the main research stacks, Floors 6-8. For assistance in using these collections, ask at the Unified Service Desk on the First Floor.

Research and Academic Collections - Located on the 6-8th Floors are circulating books selected to support university coursework and research.

General Collections - Located on the 3rd floor, the General Collection provides a collection of circulating popular fiction and non-fiction selected to support the general interests of the community in 58 languages. Language tapes and videos in multiple languages are also available on the 3rd Floor.

Cultural Heritage Center – The Center includes Africana, Asian American, Chicano, Native American, and Portuguese cultures collections. Located on the 5th floor, this Center provides specialized resources in these areas and hosts cultural events and exhibits throughout the year.

SJSU Special Collections and University Archives - Located on the 5th Floor, Special Collections contains rare, old, valuable or fragile library materials that cannot be removed from this area. Collection strengths are in local history, literature and the arts.

· The holdings of the Sourisseau Academy, a university society that promotes collections and research in local history, are also located here. Service for these collections is provided through the California Room.

· The Steinbeck Center contains specialized materials concerning author John Steinbeck, including manuscripts and first editions, and is the largest Steinbeck research archive in the world.

· The Center for Beethoven Studies holds a collection of materials on the composer, and is the largest Beethoven research archive outside of Europe.

· The California Room contains books and other materials related to California and its history.
