ELECTRONIC DATABASES

ABI/INFORM Global 
Offers indexing and full text for scholarly journals and standard magazines in business and economics provided by ProQuest. 

Business Source Complete
Indexing and full text for newspapers, books, 2,804 full text scholarly journals and standard business periodicals and country economic reports. Company profiles are provided by Datamonitor with SWOT analysis. Covers many of the core management and marketing journals.

Communication & Mass Media Complete
Communication & Mass Media Complete (CMMC) covers journals in communication and mass media. CMMC offers cover-to-cover ("core") indexing and abstracts for over 390 journals, and selected ("priority") coverage of 200 more, for a combined coverage of nearly 600 titles. 

Emerald Management Xtra
Emerald Management Xtra offers electronic access to over 130 journals in management, marketing, human resource management, management information systems and operations management. The database contains over 25,000 articles with coverage back to 1989.

JSTOR
Electronic archive of older (at least 2-5 years) issues of core scholarly journals; coverage includes the Biological Sciences, Botany, Business, Ecology, General Science, Humanities, Language, Literature, Mathematics, Music, Social Sciences and Statistics.
Lexis/Nexis Academic Universe
Lexis/Nexis provides the complete text of journals, magazines, newspapers, newswires, transcripts of TV and radio news, and trade publications. A "Foreign Language News" section includes articles in Spanish, French, Dutch, Italian, and German. Company information includes annual reports (NAARS), SEC Reports, and Hoover profiles. Also available are company information files and a selection of legal tools, regulations, codes, law reviews, court cases, etc.

ScienceDirect
Full-text articles, primarily science, organizational science, technology and medicine (STM). It also covers journals in the arts, humanities and social sciences, some reference e-books.

III.
HOW TO SEARCH EFFECTIVELY

Keywords: an important search tool

· Define your search.

· Think of synonyms for your terms.

· Put double quotes around phrases to keep the words together during your search. 
Example: "organizational behavi*" and cultur*
· Add an asterisk to pull in more words—called “truncation.” Enter as many letters as possible before truncation. Example: cultur* matches culture, cultures, cultural.

Note: If you get too many results, try adding a third concept to your search. 
For example: "organizational behavi*" and cultur* and effectiveness

Other useful sources are available at http://library.sjsu.edu/research-help to help you cite a source or evaluate information for credibility, search for primary sources, etc.
